1. Provide individual psychotherapy with clients to provide support and insight.  
2. Facilitate group therapy sessions.  
3. Provide case management services.  
4. Assess client, and provide appropriate intervention.  
5. Train client in activities of daily living (ADL's).  
6. Facilitate treatment-planning process.  
7. Complete intake and discharge tasks.  
8. Maintain unit safety.  
9. Document all significant interactions.  

10. Complete necessary documents.  
11. Respond to client and building emergencies, and facilitate appropriate interventions.
